BIOGRAPHY

"Apostle Vincent L. Greaves Sr., a native of Brooklyn, NY, is a dedicated servant-leader, dynamic preacher, and
trailblazer in the Apostolic faith. He was born to the late Deacon Victor Greaves Sr. and Mother Rose Greaves,
and raised in the nurturing environment of the Redemption Church of Christ Bible Way under the leadership of
the late Bishop Arthur Lee Pearson. At the age of 15, he was baptized in Jesus’ Name and later received the gift
of the Holy Ghost at 20.

He accepted the call to ministry in 1988 and was officially licensed in 1990 by the late Bishop Carey Robinson.
In 1992, he launched the United Power & Praise Crusade, a soul-saving evangelistic effort that brought many

to Christ. By 1994, he was ordained as an Elder in the Bible Way Churches Worldwide under the leadership of

Apostle Huie L. Rogers.

In July 1995, he was installed as Pastor of the Good Samaritan Prayer Room Church, Inc., and served as New
York State Youth President. His leadership expanded as he was appointed District Bishop in 2005, and the
following year, Diocesan Bishop of the United New York Diocese (now Northeast Regional Diocese).

Apostle Greaves has held several national offices within the International Bible Way Church of Jesus Christ,
including Assistant General Secretary (2010), General Secretary (2014), Apostle & 2nd Vice Presiding Bishop
(2019), and currently serves as the 1st Vice Presiding Bishop, a role he has held since 2022.

Academically accomplished, he holds an Associate Degree in Graphic Design & Animation from Anthem
College, a Bachelor's Degree in Web Design & Multimedia from Westwood College, a Bachelor’s in Biblical
Studies from Anointed by God Ministries Alliance and Theological Seminary, and several honorary and earned
theological degrees from Acts of Grace Bible College & Theological Seminary.

He currently serves as Senior Pastor of Christ Community Culture Center in Peekskill, NY, where he continues
to lead with vision, wisdom, and compassion.

Apostle Greaves has been joyfully married to Pastor (Lady) Patricia H. Greaves for over twenty-five years.
Together, they are proud parents of a beautifully anointed family: Darlene (Greaves) Joseph, Samantha Hall,
Stephen Hall, Samanda Morrow, Danaisa Greaves, Malisia (Greaves) Gentile, and Vincent L. Greaves Jr,, and
four wonderful grandchildren. United in life and ministry, Apostle and Lady Greaves continue to advance the
Kingdom of God with passion, purpose, and power."

AIR/GROUND TRANSPORTATION

Please be advised that all flight arrangements must be handled through our
office to ensure proper scheduling. To ensure that reasonable airfare is
obtained, we ask that your ministry prepare the airline ticket no later than 6
weeks before the scheduled service/event date.
